Kuzmin E. An outline of the “imported purposes” of criminal punishment in
international law or retribution, deterrence and rehabilitation as the goal of punishment
for mass atrocities

The overall intention of the article is to attempt to reproduce reflections on
the contemporary state of scientific thought regarding the existing considerations of the goal
and purposes of punishment in international criminal law.

Its practical implementation has made it possible to formulate a number of inductive
inferences. In particular, it is first of all revealed that comprehension of the goal and purposes
of punishment in international criminal law is usually carried out within the domain of a
two-part paradigm of their simultaneous perception through the ideas formed as a result of a
holistic cognition of the essence of theories, rationale and justification of national punishment,
as well as through the prism of beliefs constructed as a result of a thorough deliberation of its
traditional purposes in the process of their application to punishment for mass atrocities from
the standpoint of international law.

Given the inexhaustibility of discussions on the definition of the purposes of punishment
in international criminal law, it is identified that further research is required to clarify the
teleological-determinant scope of punishment in international criminal law, especially in the
area of developing a logically coherent and precise vision of its function and general direction.

It is emphasized that there is at least an ambiguous assessment of the capabilities of such
penological purposes of national criminal law as retribution, deterrence and rehabilitation as
the goal of punishment for mass atrocities in international criminal law.

Particular attention is accentuated on the rather controversial attitude to retribution,
deterrence, incapacitation and rehabilitation as the purposes of punishment in international
criminal law. A skeptical position towards rehabilitation as a purpose of punishment in
international criminal law is highlighted.
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In the absence of a fully formed autonomous international penology of mass atrocities, it
is pointed out that it is expedient to seek additional arguments in favour of a just retribution,
adapted to the actual realities of the international conjuncture, followed by general deterrence,
as the purpose of punishment in international criminal law.
