DatsivS. Ontheissue of environmental constitutionalismas a type of constitutionalism

The article is devoted to the issue of the correlation between the terms “environmental
constitutionalism”, which in foreign English-language studies is often used in the context
of the constitutional entrenchment of the state’s obligation to ensure a certain condition
of the natural environment and guarantees of human rights in the field of the environment,
and “constitutionalism.” Considering that the term constitutionalism in its classical liberal
understanding includes limited government, the rule of law, sovereignty of the people and
guaranteed human rights, the author scrutinizes and examines these two concepts to clarify
the correlation between them, estimation of the feasibility of usage of such concept as
environmental constitutionalism in the context of constitutionalizing of the states obligation
to ensure environment of certain quality and guarantee the human rights in the area of natural
environment. Analyzing these two concepts using the general scientific method of analysis and
synthesis, the author reveals their content, identifies their constituent elements, and based on
the results of the relevant operations, draws a conclusion regarding the appropriateness of
using this term in scientific discourse and distinguishing it as a type of constitutionalism in the
classical sense. The author adopts a critical stance toward the idea of recognizing ecological
constitutionalism as a subtype of general constitutionalism. Proceeding from the position that
the essence of constitutionalism should be understood through the lens of the constitution as an
instrument for limiting state power, safeguarding individual liberty, ensuring the functioning
of civil society, and preventing state arbitrariness, the author considers it inappropriate to treat
ecological constitutionalism as a variety of constitutionalism, since this leads to a dilution
of the very concept of constitutionalism. In the author’s view, the thesis that ecological
constitutionalism constitutes a form of constitutionalism rests on an unjustified conflation
of the terms “constitution” and “constitutionalism”. A more appropriate designation for the
state of affairs in which constitutional provisions establish the responsibility of the state for
the condition of the natural environment and guarantee corresponding human rights is the
term “ecological state”. This term more accurately reflects the constitutional entrenchment of
goals, duties, and functions of the state in the sphere of environmental protection, as well as
the guarantee of relevant human rights, while avoiding the conclusion that constitutionalism.
